For Massachusetts schools, the Lead Contamination and Control Act Action Level for lead is 15 ppb. The standard for copper is 1300 ppb. If the lead level in the water at your school is ABOVE the Lead Action Level, the city/town and MWRA recommend the following tips to keep any potential lead out of the water in your school:

· Most importantly – Flush the tap until after the water feels cold before use. Flushing your water is one way to reduce exposure to lead.  

· Never use hot water from the faucet for drinking or cooking especially when making baby formula. 

· Never boil water to remove lead or copper.  Boiling water for an extended time may make the lead or copper more concentrated. 

However, even if the lead level at your school is below the Lead Action Level, it is still a good idea to follow the above directions for fresh water supply.
